Health Care

Malta enjoys a standard of living and health care facilities, similar to those of other Western European countries. Costs for private medical treatment are significantly less than in other European countries and the USA.  However, prior to arrival in Malta, all students must obtain and maintain insurance coverage for health, medical evacuation and repatriation during the period of enrolment of the Institute of Tourism Studies.  Evidence of adequate coverage is required as a condition of registration and continued enrolment.   

Students are highly recommended to apply for the European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) in their home country together with an identification document providing proof of their EU nationality.  Failure to obtain this form and the Certificate of Entitlement will result in having to pay for any health care services that may be required, as long as they continue to stay in Malta.

If you suffer from any chronic health condition that requires regular medication, make sure that you bring sufficient supplies of your prescribed medicines with you.  Bring your doctor’s prescription with you just in case you are asked to show proof as to why you are in possession of such medicines.  In Malta most strong medicines require a physician’s authorisation in order to be purchased from pharmacies or drug stores. If you wear spectacles or contact lenses, also bring your optician’s prescription with you.
